
Sorghum has inherent drought 
tolerant traits such as waxy leaves, 
which hold in moisture during dry 
conditions.

Sorghum silage produces similar 
yields to corn silage but on less 
water.

Sorghum sheds a large amount 
of pollen to ensure seed 
set under high temperature 
environments.
