
 OKLAHOMA EGG LAW

LICENSE - The annual license fee is $35.00. A license must be obtained for each business or packing location and may not be transferred.

INSPECTION FEE – All eggs or egg products offered for sale or sold in Oklahoma must be candled and graded according to USDA standards and are subject to inspection fees of 3mills (.003) per dozen.

· Small Packers whose per year production is 5,000 dz. or less will pay a $15.00 annual inspection fee.

· Packers and Processors whose production is more than 5,000 dz. per year must report and pay monthly inspection fees on ODAFF form FS-5103 (Shell Egg Inspection Report).

LABELING – All Shell eggs offered for sell in Oklahoma must show the following identification:

(1) Grade, (2) Size, (3) one of the following, USDA plant number, ODAFF Permit number, packer name and address or USDA shell egg surveillance number (4) FDA safe handling instructions 

(5) Pack Date (julian or calendar) (6) Expiration Date not to exceed 45 days from pack date.

(7) Refrigeration Statement 45 degrees or below.

REFRIGERATION – All eggs intended for sale in Oklahoma must be stored, transported and sold under refrigeration of 45 degrees Fahrenheit. Eggs shall not be allowed to freeze. Eggs being transported or held without proper refrigeration shall be destroyed or shipped to USDA official egg processor. Packers shall not be held responsible for the quality of eggs if handling procedures are not followed after being sold by packer.

INVOICE – An invoice must accompany the eggs at wholesale level, showing the name and address of buyer and seller, the size and grade, and the amount sold.

RESTRICTED EGGS – No person may sell or give free to anyone eggs classified checks or dirties, except such eggs can be sold directly or indirectly to an USDA egg processing plant.

NEST-RUN EGGS – All eggs sold by or to retail stores must be candled for quality and graded for size and no lower than grade B. No bulk or individual sale of shell eggs is permitted in Oklahoma.

WEIGHT-CLASSIFICATIONS – Minimum Net Weights (in ounces) per dozen:
· Jumbos – 30

· Extra Large – 27

· Large – 24

· Medium – 21

· Small – 18

· Pee Wee – 15

ON-FARM SELLS – Nothing in the Oklahoma Egg Law shall prohibit the sell of eggs produced and sold on the farm (where hens are maintained) directly to Oklahoma consumers.
